Major
Advisors should maintain a degree sheet with required courses to assist the advisor and the student in completing coursework in a timely manner.

Advisors should work with their department/college office to ensure that the printed materials for their major reflect the requirements stated for the major in the online Undergraduate Catalog.

Major Timelines
· If the courses in a major should be taken in a specific order, the advisor should provide this order for the student.
· Pre-requisite and co-requisite information should be provided in the timeline.
· If courses required in the major are only available during certain semesters (for example, a course is taught only in the spring) or if the course offerings will be limited due to faculty ability or upcoming changes in the curriculum, the advisor should provide this information to all majors.
· This information should be shared with the UM advising community through AAN/PACAA.
