34 years ago. Dr. Kahane is also Clinical Associate Professor of Otolaryngology and Head-Neck Surgery at the University of
Tennessee Health Sciences Center and is involved in Craniofacial Clinics and Head-Neck Cancer programs in the Mid-South region.
He practices in an otolaryngology clinic where he is involved in the care of persons with organically based speech deficits, and
disorders of the upper airway and larynx. Dr. Kahane is a Fellow of ASHA. He has received several honors among which are two
Editors” Awards from the Journal of Speech-Language and Hearing Research and the Distinguished Teaching Award from The Univer-
sity of Memphis. In addition to his commitments to teaching and research, Dr. Kahane is dedicated to encouraging clinicians to
develop a strong commitment for applying both science and compassion in their clinical practice.

Short Course Presenters

Karen Markuson Ditty has been working as a Pediatric Audiologist for 28 years. She is an Early Hearing Detection and Intervention
(EHDI) technical advisor for the National Center for Hearing Assessment and Management (NCHAM). She is the former Director of
Audiology and Speech Pathology at the Woman’s Hospital in Baton Rouge, LA, where she initiated Universal Hearing Screening with
a birth census of approximately 7,000 infants in 1996. She was instrumental in the passage of the Universal Hearing Screening Law
in Louisiana. Ditty received her Doctorate in Audiology from the University of Florida.

Caryn Easterling is an Assistant Professor at the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee. She has an appointment as a Research
Scientist at the Veterans Administration Medical Center and is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Neurology, and Pediatric
Gastroenterology and Nutrition at the Medical College of Wisconsin in Milwaukee, WI. She serves as Treasurer of the Board for
Specialty Recognition in Swallowing and Swallowing Disorders, she served as a member of Specialty Division 13 Steering Committee
and was Topic Coordinator for Swallowing and Swallowing Disorders for the 2006 ASHA Convention in Miami, Florida.



Greg Flamme is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Speech Pathology and Audiology at Western Michigan University. He
earned his Masters and Doctoral degrees in Audiology at The University of Memphis and completed postdoctoral work in Epidemi-
ology and Biostatistics at The University of lowa. His research focuses on hearing loss as a public health problem, with emphasis
on the epidemiology and prevention of mild hearing impairment, and rehabilitation options for people with this disorder.

Richard E. Gans received his Ph.D. from The Ohio State University. Since then, he has been a prolific researcher and educator in the specialty
of vestibular testing and treatments. He has developed several tests of balance function and dynamic visual acuity as well a repositioning
treatment for BPPV, all of which are used worldwide. He is the author of numerous textbook chapters, articles and is the author of Vestibular
Rehabilitation: Protocols and Programs. He is a past president of the American Academy of Audiology (2004-05) and is presently the Chair
of the Academy’s Political Action Committee and a representative to the AMA’s reimbursement committee.

Lincoln Gray is Professor of Communication Sciences and Disorders at James Madison University. He has a Ph.D. in Neuroscience
and Zoology from Michigan State University and an academic interest in the roles of experience in perceptual development. He has
enjoyed 25 years of NIH RO1 support to study the development of hearing in both children and chickens. He has been voted “best
basic science teacher” by a medical school class of over 200 students.

Alan G. Kambhi is a Professor in the Department of Communicative Sciences and Disorders at The University of North Carolina-Greensboro.
His early research focused on linguistic and cognitive abilities of children with specific language impairments (SLI) and mental handicaps.
Later research focused on language-learning disabilities, culminating in a book co-edited with Hugh Catts, on language and reading
disabilities. Other recent books include one on phonological disorders, co-edited with Karen Pollock, and one on clinical decision making
in developmental language disorders, co-edited with Julie Masterson and Kenn Apel.

William F. Katz is a Professor at The University of Texas at Dallas, Callier Center for Communication Disorders. His research interests
include speech production and perception, cognitive mechanisms underlying speech and language processing, brain models of
language representation, and aphasia and apraxia rehabilitation. He has authored and co-authored many articles in the field of
neurolinguistics and psycholinguistics. He is currently conducting research (funded by the Department of Veterans Affairs,
Rehabilitation Research and Development Service) into the remediation of adult apraxia of speech using visual biofeedback.

Walter H. Manning is a Professor and Associate Dean in the School of Audiology and Speech-Language Pathology at The University of
Memphis. He has published more than 80 articles in a variety of professional journals and has presented to regional, national, and
international associations. Since 1997, he has served as Associate Editor for The Journal of Fluency Disorders. He is a fellow of ASHA, a Board
Recognized Specialist in Fluency Disorders, and has received the honors of the Tennessee Association of Audiologists and Speech-Language
Pathologists. He is currently preparing the third edition of his text Clinical Decision Making in Fluency Disorders to be published in March,
2009 by Cengage Learning.

Geoff Plant is a Rehabilitation Specialist working with MED-EL, and the Hearing Rehabilitation Foundation. Over the past 40 years,
he has worked with children and adults with hearing loss in Australia, Sweden, and the United States. His work related interests
include: Development of testing and training materials for children and adults with cochlear implants; Music perception by children
and adults with cochlear implants and the development of appropriate music testing and training materials; Perception and
production of tone by children and adults with cochlear implants; and Perception and production of high frequency consonants by
children and adults with cochlear implants.

Tommie L. Robinson, Jr., is Director of the Scottish Rite Center for Childhood Language Disorders in the Children’s Hearing and Speech
Center at Children’s Hospital in Washington, D.C. and is an Associate Professor of pediatrics at The George Washington University
School of Medicine and Health Sciences. He specializes in communication disorders in children, with a specific focus on children
who stutter. Dr. Robinson’s research and writings have focused on normal fluency behaviors in children and adults as well as service
delivery to children from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds.

Mary J. Sandage earned her masters degree at The University of lowa and has spent the last 16 years specializing in disorders of voice
and the upper airway, first at the University of Wisconsin-Madison and now at Auburn University. Ms. Sandage has had the privilege
of training under the direction of Kittie Verdolini Abbott, Diane Bless, Charles Ford, and Janet Alcorn. Ms. Sandage is also a member
of the National Association of Teachers of Singing (NATS) and is presently working on a Ph.D. in Kinesiology at Auburn University
while serving as the coordinator for ASHA Special Interest Division 3, Voice Disorders.

Ida J. Stockman is Professor Emerita at Michigan State University. Her publications focus on African American children’s language
and the use of least-biased assessments. Dr. Stockman is an MSU Distinguished Faculty awardee, ASHA Fellow and 2006 ASHA
Honors recipient.

Robert M. Traynor is the CEO and a practicing audiologist at Audiology Associates, Inc., in Greeley and Johnstown, Colorado with particular
emphasis in amplification and operative monitoring. He currently serves as Senior International Audiology Consultant to Bernafon A/G,
Bern, Switzerland and Consulting Audiologist to Otologics, LLC, Boulder, CO., makers of the Carina fully implantable Middle Ear Hearing
Device. Dr. Traynor serves as an Affiliate Professor at the University of Colorado Health Sciences Center, the University of Colorado, and the
University of Northern Colorado. He has lectured on most aspects of the field of Audiology in over 40 countries including the United States.

A discussion of pre- and formal business planning is presented
along with a discussion of each of the specific components of a formal business plan, including the executive summary, mission
statement, practice overview, market assessment, competition analysis, personnel/human resource needs, operational plan and
financial analysis.

A second component of the presentation is how to market the practice to a changing group of consumers, the “Baby Boomer”
population. A checklist of 10 specific changes that can be made in market offerings to this group are discussed. Finally, the
presentation will offer experiences utilizing various types of media in branding an audiology practice with various market offer-
ings. *includes a 30-minute break.
