DANIEL UNOWSKY - My Spring 2003 semester on PDA leave was extremely productive and successful. I devoted most of the period from mid-December 2002 through August 2003 to revising my dissertation. Aside from a short research trip to the Library of Congress, I spent my PDA tenure in Memphis. I did in fact complete a full draft of a manuscript for my book, The Pomp and Politics of Patriotism: Imperial Celebrations in Habsburg Austria, 1848-1916. I sent out formal letters and proposals to a handful of publishers in June, and immediately heard back from Cambridge University Press, one of the most important publishers in the field of European history. CUP requested a full copy of the manuscript, which they have sent out to readers to evaluate for publication with the CUP series called New Studies in European History. I expect to hear from Cambridge in the next few weeks. Should they decide that my work is not suitable for the CUP series, I will send out a second round of proposals and continue to search for a publisher. 

During my PDA leave, I also completed two articles, which have appeared in major journals. My review essay, “The Last Years of the Habsburg Monarchy,” was published in The Historical Journal, the United Kingdom’s leading journal for European history. I also published a long article related to my book in the Austrian History Yearbook, the most prestigious publication for central and eastern European history. In addition to these publications, I have finished the proofs for a book chapter, which will appear in a collected volume of essays on nationalism and state patriotism in central and Eastern Europe. 

Finally, just the past week I received news that a collected volume of essays I am putting together with a colleague at the University of East Anglia in England has been provisionally accepted for publication in the Center for Austrian Studies series published with Berghahn Books. The book, The Limits of Loyalty:  Imperial Celebrations and the Dynamics of State Patriotism in the Late Habsburg Monarchy, will include essays by a broad range of scholars working in Germany, Austria, Israel, and the United States. 
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
