JONATHAN JUDAKEN - The PDA for fall 2002 was pivotal in advancing my research and writing projects, both towards the completion of my first two books and by enabling me to finish a number of articles for publication.  The progress on my second manuscript, Theorizing Antisemitism: Confronting Modernity and Modern Judeophobia was halted somewhat by the additional time that was required to complete my first book, Jean-Paul Sartre and ‘the Jewish Question’.  I was not able to finish a draft of the manuscript until September 2002, due to the extremely lengthy chapter on Sartre’s writing under the Nazi occupation (110 pages), as well as a fourth new chapter that was added to the original project (in addition to two other new chapters that completed the work).  I did however, finish a draft of the manuscript that upon re-writing during summer 2003 will be ready to send to the publisher by August, if not sooner.

I spent much of the fall semester writing a series of shorter articles for reference works that were commissioned, as well as longer journal articles.  Being asked to contribute to these important works evinces the recognition of my expertise within my field.  These included nine articles that dealt with most of the major French antisemites, as well as the feature article on “France 1789-1939" for the forthcoming Encyclopedia of Antisemitism. I finished three historical articles for the forthcoming Companion to Modern French Thought on “The Jewish Question,” “French-Jewish Intellectuals,” and the “Holocaust.”  I also completed three articles for the forthcoming Companion to Modern Jewish Culture, including a feature article on contemporary French-Jewish intellectuals.  Finally, I saw through to publication three articles on French intellectuals for Holocaust Literature: An Encyclopedia of Writers and their Work that appeared in spring 2003.

I also gave two papers at conferences, both of which will be forthcoming as longer published articles.  The first dealt with the student revolts in May ‘68 in France and the second deals with the role of the intellectuals in France today viewed from the perspective of the contemporary role of French-Jewish intellectuals within the backdrop of the longer history of French intellectuals and ‘the Jewish Question.’  Finally, I also completed an article on “Public Intellectuals in Twentieth-Century Europe” that will be forthcoming in a book.

The results of all this writing was that my progress on Theorizing Antisemitism did not proceed at the pace I originally hoped.  I did, however, get a grant from the George L. Mosse Program in History and Friends of the University of Wisconsin-Madison Libraries at the University of Wisconsin-Madison to do archival research on the work of George Mosse, which I completed.  The fruition of this research was presented at a local gathering of historians in Memphis at Rhodes College this spring.

In short, the PDA period was immensely productive in terms of furthering my researching and writing goals, enhancing my scholarly development and raising the profile of my department, and in turn the College and the University.
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
