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The Professional Development Assignment (PDA) I received for the Fall 2005 has enabled me to accomplish many of the goals I had set, including completing several publications and initiating other writing projects. I finished work on my edited volume, two encyclopedia entries, international fieldwork in India and the Philippines that entails a book chapter and journal articles, a journal article on my collaborative caregiving research, and two book reviews, while managing several projects related to substance abuse.

Applied Anthropology Volume: One of the projects I completed during my PDA was submission of the final manuscript for an edited volume with John van Willigen. This book, Applied Anthropology: Domains of Application, was published in December 2005. I received endorsements for the text from notable anthropologists Erve Chambers, Michael M. Cernea, and Thomas A. Arcury. It has been reviewed by a library journal Choice and is under review by Applied Anthropologist and American Anthropologist. The volume has done well with sales as a library reference and in paperback for course adaptations.

Anthropology Encyclopedia Entries: I completed and had published two chapters in the new Encyclopedia of Anthropology -- “Careers in Anthropology” and “Practicing Anthropology.”
Research in India on Forced Displacement: During my PDA, I revisited the sites of my previous fieldwork in India to help complete work on a chapter on the health impacts of Garhwali resettlers entitled “Forced Displacement and Health Consequences: Lessons for Policies and Planning” for a book of collected papers from the week-long seminar at the School of American Research (SAR).
Research in the Philippines on Pesticide Exposure: I conducted additional fieldwork in the Philippines to continue with my research on the health impacts of pesticide use and Integrated Pest Management. I am finalizing one article on the topic with Dr. Florencia Palis of the International Rice Research Institute (IRRI) that I plan to submit to Human Organization and I have begun work on a second article regarding folk illness perceptions of pesticide exposure. My research in the Philippines has also developed into a separate project on the Asian Sudden Unexpected Death Syndrome (SUDS), for which I was able to complete qualitative interviews and have started working on a journal article.

Caregiving Research: I published an article based on my collaborative research on cerebral palsy caregiving and compliance issues with Dr. Mario Petersen. “Eating and feeding are not the same: Caregivers’ perceptions on gastrostomy feeding for children with cerebral palsy” was published by Developmental Medicine and Child Neurology in September 2006.
Book Reviews: I also completed two book reviews during my PDA. “Gray Areas: Ethnographic Encounters with Nursing Home Culture” was published in American Anthropologist. “Tribal Health and Medicines” was published in Medical Anthropologist Quarterly. 

New Alcohol & Drug Abuse Evaluation Project: I established a new evaluation project, the Tennessee Access to Recovery (TN-ATR), for which I had garnered three-year funding of close to $ 1 million in external grants for The University of Memphis. While setting up the new evaluation project has absorbed a good deal of my time, I have continued work on three other projects in this area and have a few related manuscripts in progress.
