  • A person who has consistently worked toward the furtherance of human relations through his/her   
 work and/or extracurricular activities.

  • A person who has consistently advocated nonviolent methods of social change.

  • A person whose activities have consistently focused on the expansion of civil, social, and 
   economic rights for those who have been deprived of the full scope of these rights.
