TBR Access and Diversity Assistant Professorship

The University of Memphis Cecil C. Humphreys School of Law is pleased to announce the establishment of the
Tennessee Board of Regents Access and Diversity Assistant Professorship. This grant-funded position will be
filled by an individual with the potential to become a leading member of the legal academy.

During the 2010-11 school year, the participant will develop a scholarly article with the support of the Law
School faculty, teach one course, present scholarship to groups of students, faculty members and the broader
public, and otherwise be a part of the Law School and the Memphis community.

The inaugural recipient of the Tennessee Board of Regents Access and Diversity Assistant Professorship is
Kindaka Sanders. Professor Sanders is a graduate of Harvard Law School and Morehouse University who has
ten years of civil and criminal litigation experience at a firm in Selma, Alabama. In addition to his wide-ranging
legal experience, Professor Sanders has worked with young people in both the United States and Africa to
assist them in developing the skills required to overcome difficult environments. Professor Sanders also has a
deep love for music, having led both a record label and radio station alongside his legal practice. Since law
school, Professor Sanders has had a desire to serve through teaching and hopes to contribute to the Law
School and the broader legal community by employing legal scholarship “as a means of illuminating the plight
of the disadvantaged and as a platform for impacting issues of social justice.”

“I truly believe that the law is the quintessential vehicle for the evolution of our society and the most
pragmatic instrument for the preservation of the values that undergird it and keep it afloat,” Kindaka wrote in
applying to the program. “Teaching law places one in direct contact with the leaders of tomorrow and allows
for one, through scholarship, to contribute to the marketplace of ideas out of which a better reality will be
formed.”

Headlining the successes was the Frederick Douglass Moot Court Team made up of two 2Ls, LaChina Algers
and Joseph McKinney. The team won the Southern Region of the competition run by the National Black Law
Students Association and advanced to the National Finals in Boston. They defeated a team from Columbia on
the way to the final round, where they fell to another Columbia team. The team’s coaches were Andre Mathis
(J.D.2007) and Kendra Tidwell (J.D. 2006), attorneys with Glankler Brown.

Another team of 2L moot courters — Tracy Bradshaw and Grace Whiting - reached the National Finals of the
ABA National Appellate Advocacy Competition.

Law Students Assist Haitian Earthquake Evacuees

A group of U of M law students took their “alternative” spring break March 8-12 in Miami working with Haitian
citizens stranded in the United States since the earthquake in their home country. Fifteen students
participated, primarily helping Haitians with their applications for Temporary Protected Status, which was
created by the U.S. Congress in January 2010. The idea for the trip, sponsored by the Public Action Law Society,
grew out of a series of emails received by U of M law professor Christina Zawisza about the large number of
Haitians who needed legal assistance to navigate the U.S. immigration laws. As proof of their resolve to help,
the students paid at least 10 per cent of their cost of the trip, and some pledged to pay the total cost,

$1050. Two fundraisers were held in Memphis to assist them with the cost of the trip. Several downtown
Memphis restaurants, including Bardog, Felicia Suzanne’s, Flight, and The Little Tea Shop, provided lunch at the
new downtown University of Memphis law school building, and all the proceeds went to the trip costs. The
Hard Rock Café also hosted a night of concerts by 25 local musicians; the proceeds from “Healing Haiti One
Song at a Time” were given to the Miami-bound group. Watch the video and read the blog.

LEgal discrete and secure law office setting in Suite 101 at the new Law School

1S Building at 1 North Front. Four clinics were offered during the inaugural spring
= semester: Child and Family Litigation Clinic, General Sessions Litigation Clinic,
Elder Law Clinic and Small Business Clinic. Although grateful for the support
and hospitality provided by MALS over the last 20 years since the Legal Clinic’s inception, clinic faculty, staff,
and law students were simply overwhelmed by the opportunities afforded by the new space. In addition to
two spacious client interview rooms, two conference rooms, five faculty offices, an administrative suite, and
break room, each student attorney was assigned his or her own workstation in the two clinic student
workrooms. Having the Legal Clinic physically located within the Law School enabled students to drop in to do
casework before and after classes, and dedicated student attorneys could be found inhabiting the clinic office
space at all hours and over weekends. Students engaged in the Legal Clinic “law firm” developed an across-
clinic camaraderie that culminated at the end of the semester in a student sponsored ice cream party enjoyed
by all.

Elder Law Clinic

Students started off the semester by volunteering to handle intake at the February 5" Saturday Legal Clinic
sponsored by MALS. ELC students conducted home visit intake for clients who were either in nursing homes or
home bound. Clients were assisted with powers of attorney for finances and health care, wills and other



advanced directives, such as living wills and advanced care plans. Court matters included irreconcilable
divorce, conservatorship and collection cases.

Faculty Updates

Scholarship by the University of Memphis law faculty continues to make a national impact. In 2009,
publications written by Memphis law professors were cited by more than a dozen federal and state courts and
in 67 law journals and 26 books.

Professor Katharine T. Schaffzin’s article, “Out with the Old: An Argument for Restyling Archaic ‘Sacred
Phrases’ Retained in the Proposed Amendments to the Federal Rules of Evidence,” will appear as the lead
article in Volume 77, Issue 4 of the TENNESSEE LAW REVIEW. In August 2010, Professor Kate Schaffzin will
present her recent manuscript at the Southeastern Association of Law School’s Workshop on Evidence in a
panel discussion on proposed changes to the Federal Rules of Evidence.

Professor Lee Harris’s article, “Shareholder Campaign Funds: A Campaign Subsidy Scheme for Corporate
Elections,” has been accepted for publication by the UCLA LAW REVIEW. The article will appear in volume

58. InJanuary, Professor Lee Harris participated in the Faculty Workshop Series at the University of Tulsa
School of Law. Harris spoke on “A Political Theory of Shareholder Activism and Its Implications,” an area of his
current research.

Professor Chris Zawisza’s 2010 got off to a busy start. In January, she presented a refresher ethics course in
juvenile court practice in Nashville for the Administrative Office of the Courts. Also, in January, she gave a
presentation titled “Our Friend, The Lawyer, Say Whut?” at the LeBonheur Children’s Hospital/UT Health
Sciences Center with Dr. Haavi Morreim (J.D. 2009). The presentation discussed opportunities for medical-legal
partnerships. In February, Professor Zawisza taught the Legal Issues Seminar for student teachers at the
University of Memphis School of Education. In March, she initiated and served as faculty advisor to the Public
Action Law Society’s Alternative Spring Break Project, in which fifteen University of Memphis law students
traveled to Miami to assist Haitian residents in obtaining Temporary Protected Status after the earthquake
struck Haiti.

In February, Professor Ernest Lidge spoke on the issue of standing to bring employment discrimination claims
at the UNIVERSITY OF MEMPHIS LAW REVIEW symposium, “Labor and Employment Law Today: Evolution or
Revolution.” His article on the topic, “A Person Aggrieved: Who May Sue Under Title VII?,” will be published in
the law review’s upcoming symposium issue. Professor Lidge’s article, “Client’s Interest and a Lawyer’s Duty to
Expedite Litigation: Does Model Rule 3.2 Impose any Independent Obligations?” 83 ST. JOHN'S LAW REVIEW
307 (Winter 2009), will be reprinted in volume 59 of the DEFENSE LAW JOURNAL.

Professors Kate Schaffzin and Jodi Wilson participated in and made presentations at the University of
Kentucky College of Law’s Developing Ideas Conference held in April, designed as a research incubator

workshop for untenured or recently tenured law faculty.

Visiting Professor Lynda Black received the Professor of the Year award for 2009-10. Representatives of the
third-year class select the recipient each spring.

In March, Professor Steve Mulroy gave a presentation at the University of Mississippi School of Law as part of
our Scholar Exchange Program titled “Open Meetings Acts: Constitutional and Policy Problems.” (Professor
Matthew Hall of Ole Miss gave a presentation at the University of Memphis in February as part of the same
program.) Also in March, Professor Mulroy moderated a panel discussion on “Green Tennessee” sponsored by
the University of Memphis Papasan Policy Institute. The 100-person forum was held at Legislative Plaza in
Nashville, and attended by many state legislators and other state government officials.

Professor Daniel Kiel has been awarded a faculty research grant from the Benjamin Hooks Institute for Social
Change. In January, Professor Daniel Kiel presented a paper titled “It Takes a Hurricane: Might Hurricane
Katrina Deliver for New Orleans Students What Brown Once Promised?” at the Association of American Law
Schools annual meeting for the Section on Education Law. Kiel’s piece was selected as part of a program
entitled “Five Years After Katrina: Access to Education.” Articles presented at the program will be published in
the JOURNAL OF LAW AND EDUCATION.
