You may schedule an audition by complet-
ing and returning the enclosed Entry and Audition Application or you may send in your application electronically from 
the Music School web site.  If you cannot attend one of the Saturday audition days, you are highly encouraged to visit 
our campus at another time in order to meet faculty and students who are pursuing your area of interest and to hear 
vocal and instrumental ensembles of which you may become a member.  You may call 901.678.3766 if you need 
additional audition information.  

Entry to the school is contingent upon entry to the University, so if you have not completed the application process to 
the University of Memphis please do so by calling 901.678.2111. 

You will find an admission application from the Music School enclosed.  You are encouraged to apply to audition early.  
New scholarship applicants need to submit two letters of recommendation.  Most undergraduate music scholarships 
are talent/audition based, are tied to ensemble participation, and are awarded primarily to music majors.  Usually, one 
audition may be scheduled for acceptance into the school and/or for a scholarship.

The University of Memphis awards many academic scholarships each year to entering freshmen.  These are generally 
based on a combination of ACT/SAT scores and high school grade point averages.  To be considered for these you must
be accepted by the university admissions office by March 1.  For more details and criteria for these academic scholar-
ships, please contact the scholarship office at 901.678.3213.

For Undergraduate Music Majors, Incoming Freshmen and Transfer Students

To become enrolled in the School of Music, all prospective students must be accepted by both the Music 
School, and by the University. Acceptance by the School is contingent upon being accepted by the University.  
Seek enrollment in the University by contacting the Undergraduate Office of Admissions: (901)678-2111, 
memphis.edu/admissions. Every student wishing to enroll in the Music School as a Music Major in any degree 
program must have an audition or orientation, and take music theory and piano placement exams.  Apply to 
audition online at memphis.edu/music. Regarding undergraduate piano placements for music majors, students 
with no piano experience will not be asked to play. Students who have studied piano should prepare a piece 
that represents their level of playing; sight reading will be assessed as well. Basic audition instructions are these: 
be prepared to perform two pieces of music on your primary instrument, which are contrasting in style and 
showcase your musical and technical abilities.  You will be asked to play scales and sight read. For more informa-
tion see Audition Requirements.

For Undergraduate Non-music Majors

Any student wishing to Minor in Music must perform an audition, take a theory placement test, and be accepted as a 
minor by the School of Music. The Minor in Music consists of 21 hours from the following: 4 hours applied music 
individual instruction; 2 semesters appropriate ensembles; MUTC 1008 and 1009; 3 hours from MUHL 3301, 3302, 3303; 
6 hours electives in music; 25 concert/recital attendance requirement. Music Minors are advised by Applied Music 
faculty.  Non-music majors who wish to take applied lessons must audition to be approved for private study.  All 
undergraduate students who take applied private lessons are required to perform in an ensemble; group lessons 
exempt. Theory and piano placement exams are not required of non-music majors wanting private study except for 
non-music majors wanting private voice lessons who must take theory placement tests.  Non-music majors interested 
in enrolling in music theory or piano courses must take placement tests. Non-music majors who wish to participate in 
ensembles are not required to take theory or piano placement examinations, nor audition for the School of Music.  To 
participate in an ensemble, contact the conductor of the ensemble. 

For Music Business and Recording Technology Majors

Students interested in pursuing a degree in Music Business or Recording Technology should read the Music Industry 
(MUID) Division pages of the Music School website thoroughly to obtain academic standards information as well as 
information about placement tests and Orientation Day.  See memphis.edu/music.muid.php.  Acceptance is based on: 
completion of academic standards; provision of required documentation; an essay; attendance on an Audition Day for 
placement tests and participation during a Music Industry Orientation. Acceptance into Music Industry Division 
degree programs is not based on high performance proficiency on an instrument or voice as with prospective 
performance or music education majors.
