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S. Menard said he would Tike to call a question on the motion as rendered by
the Executive Committee and as amended which consists of the resolution, parts
1 and 2 and the rationale. J. Petry seconded the motion. Hooker said there was
a motion on the floor to vote onsitem #1 and #2 and the rationale. R. Taylor said
the issue had not been resoived on whether the words "entirely new search
committee" means eleven new different people or it simply means another committee
which may which may have some old members. He asked what was the intent of the
Executive Committee with regard to that, so we will know what we are voting on.
Hooker said the intent was an entirely new search committee, meaning no person
who had served on the previous search committee be on the new committee. Wheeler
said this was not what Frankle had just said. He said we can resolve this for
ourselves with a motion. Wheeler said he moved to amend the resolution by
striking the word "entirely". H. Robinson seconded the motion. Hooker asked
for discussion on the amendment. A vote was taken, and the motion passed.

Hooker said item #1 and #2, amendments to those, have been voted. Item #3 is
to be voted on separately. Hooker said since we have discussed each one
separately it was time to vote on the entire resolution, except for item #3. A
vote was taken, and the motion carried.

Hooker then asked for discussion on item #3 of the resolution. There was
none. Beifuss asked if the word "request" had been changed to “proposed"?
Wheeler read his amendment: "the Senate requests that President: Carpenter
consider appointing to the search committee the following members of the
- faculty". J. Petry seconded the amendment. Hooker asked for discussion. Voice

vote was taken; the amendment passed. McRaven asked Wheeler if it was his
intention to include the names listed in the motion. Wheeler said that yes, it
was his intention. Hooker said we now have a resolution to present to the

president.

149.05 COMMITTEE REPORTS

Frankle thanked Committee II for the enormous amount of work done
on general education, for compiling questionnaires, for analyzing the results,
- for reading some 250 responses, for bringing their recommendation to the floor of
the Senate in such a timely fashion. He thanked David Bieler for his efforts.
He said Bieler interruped his research work to get us copies of the document and
to come back and present it to the Senate. Frankle said he took the liberty of
sending along with the resolution an attached statement which tried to explain
the context from which the resolution emanated, this was done only to help the
Senate members. J. Wakeley moved that the Senate recommend to the president that
MSU adopt general education requirements. He said the discussion about
philosophy is going to go forward much better in the context of having made a
commitment that we are going to have general education requirements. C. Schulz
seconded the motion. Bieler said he presupposed that decision had been made.
Frankle asked for discussion, then a voice vote was taken and the motion passed.

Bieler then presented a brief background on the history of the proposal. He
said that at the last May meeting the Senate considered a resolution based on the
results of the General Education Task Force report to endorse the philosophical
statement of that report. This motion was defeated. Any further consideration

of general education was deferred until this semester after the report of the
Lilly Committee was in the hands of the Senate.
