I looked at various
ombinations of these cutoffs, as summarized below, but found little diagnostic value for cutpoints at either 93 or
5. Students with scores below 100 had significantly lower grades than those with scores above 100, but I found
o significant differences among any of the subgroups of students with scores below 100.
