344.2.1. K. Weddle-West strongly recommended that all departments urge all GAs
to apply for supplemental workstudy money by submitting a FAFSA form.
The 2004 form will be available on 2 January 2004. The US government
considers all graduate students independent of parental support, so unless the
student has an employed spouse, he or she is eligible to apply for federal
workstudy funds. This program is open to all domestic graduate students or
those with a green card; awards will be made by March or April. All the
necessary information is on-line at: http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/. We have
more than doubled the number of workstudy GAs this year from last and
would like to continue this rate of growth.
