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“Tiger Blue Goes Green” Will Explore Eco-Friendly Transportation

The University of  Memphis will showcase “green” transportation at its annual Tiger Blue Goes Green Day. The event will be held Tuesday, Oct. 4, from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. on the Student Plaza. (In the event of rain, Tiger Blue Goes Green will move to the Rose Theatre.)

• Bikers will ride to the U of M campus on Oct. 4, leaving from Shelby Farms at 7:15 a.m. and from Cooper-Young at 8 a.m. They will meet at the Student Plaza at 8:30 a.m. for a photo.

• There will be a display of electric vehicles and a charging station. Featured cars will include the Nissan Leaf, Chevrolet Volt, Ford Fusion and Toyota Highlander hybrid.
• Stephanie Cox, Tennessee area manager for ECOtality, will discuss electric vehicles and charging stations Monday, Oct. 3, at 7 p.m. in the University Center Fountain View Room (Room 350). A reception at 6 p.m. will precede the talk. Memphis is the fourth major metropolitan area in Tennessee to join the EV (Electric Vehicle) Project, called “the largest deployment of electric vehicles and charge infrastructure in  history.” Memphis joins 17 cities in six states and the District of Columbia in the project.
