The senior project is intended to fuse the two or more academic areas that comprise your coordinated study (major) into an academically-relevant example of scholarship. Students will complete either a thesis, task based or artistic project on a topic of their choice with approval of their Senior Project instructor. Students must select a topic by the end of their Junior year.

ALL Sections of UNIV 4995 are taught online either through the Regents Online Degree Program or U of M Online. Students will be assigned to a section based on the topic they select. RODP sections have an additional fee.
