B. Senior Project (3 hours)

The senior project is a student’s culminating experience or capstone designed to synthesize and integrate the content of a student’s program of study. Students complete a 15 page research paper on a topic related to their degree program. The senior project can only be completed during a student’s final/graduating semester. An instructor is assigned by the Assistant Dean of University College, and the topic for the Senior Project is approved by the instructor.
