_______   Students who are hoping to earn credit from an experiential learning portfolio must submit the                    
portfolio as soon as possible after being accepted into University College. The portfolio review 
process can take up to 6 months.  Portfolios must be submitted before a student can receive a 
permit for UNIV 4990, Project Planning Seminar. Portfolios must be evaluated before a student 
can receive a permit for UNIV 4995, Senior Project, and before a student can file the intent to 
graduate.  Any required credit must be posted to your University of Memphis transcript before 
the graduation certification deadline.
