College of Arts and Sciences: Degree Completion Checklist

Students must complete General Education, Major, and College Requirements, which include the following items:
College Requirements:

Physical Education (PHED) courses

The College of Arts and Sciences accepts a maximum of two semester hours in physical activity courses toward the fulfillment of its degree requirements. 
Subject Area Maximum

For students on catalogs prior to Fall 2012, no more than 42 semester hours in any one subject will be counted toward as part of the 120 hours for a degree. 
Upper Division Hours Minimum

A minimum of 42 semester hours must be in courses from the upper division. 
College Residency Requirements

A transfer student in The College of Arts and Sciences must earn at least 6 semester hours in residence in the major subject and at least 3 semester hours in the minor. These credits may be earned only through regular class enrollment for a letter grade.

Minimum Grades in Major or Minor

A minimum grade of “C” is required in every course applicable toward a major or minor (including corequisites).

 University Requirements:

Grade Point Average 
 To receive a bachelor’s degree from any of the colleges in the University, students must have a grade point average of at least 2.00 for all college level courses. Students with transfer credit are required to maintain an average of 2.00 on all courses taken at the University of Memphis. 

RESIDENCE REQUIREMENTS 
 A student will satisfy residence requirements for graduation by earning at least twenty-five (25) percent of credit hours required for the degree at the University of Memphis. At least thirty (30) of the final sixty (60) hours required for the degree must be completed at the University of Memphis. A student transferring credits from a two-year college or institution must complete, as a requirement for the baccalaureate degree, a minimum of sixty semester hours in an accredited senior institution. 
NOTE:  Courses taken through the UM Study Abroad Program, as well as online UM and RODP courses found in the UM Schedule of Classes, will count toward UM residency.
