Interpretation of the Data:
The EPP had nine candidates to complete the Graduate Composition Assessment during Spring 2024. Of the nine candidates in the Master’s Project course, one (11%) was male, and eight (89%) were female. Five candidates were black (56%), and four (44%) were white. Candidates are required to score Adequate or pass for the assessment. The score range for the assessment is 0-10 points-unacceptable; 11-16 points=Developing; 17-22 points- Adequate; and 23-28points= Skillful. All candidates (100%) scored adequate or higher. Seven scored Skillful (78%), and two scored Adequate (22%). The data also revealed that seven (78%) of the nine candidates had a mean score of 3.14 or higher, whereas two (22%) had mean scores below 3.0. Rubric item 3: “Analysis, synthesis, and evaluation of content related to global issues.” Saw scores of 3- Developing for the two candidates. Although the EPP had 75% or higher of its candidates scoring Skillful, which is the highest rating for this assessment, the EP will review item 3 of this assessment to ensure all candidates are thoroughly prepared to score adequate or higher for this item as the EPP plan to revise this assignment for candidates enrolled in the course to strengthen outcome measures.
