On April 5th the School of Health Studies will be hosting a Stop Hunger Now event to help combat the worldwide problem of hunger and malnutrition. This nonprofit organization aims to end world hunger by providing nutritious, low-cost meals to children living in poverty-stricken nations. Specially, Stop Hunger Now organizes events in which volunteers prepare and package meals to be shipped, while donors financially support the cause by providing the funds necessary to pay for the foods to be packaged. 
 
The meals that will be packaged include four staple ingredients: rice, dehydrated vegetables, soy protein and a packet of 23 essential vitamins and minerals. Without proper nutrition, children in developing countries are unable to attend school regularly or to thrive in an educational setting. In many cases, these children die from malnutrition-related diseases.
