A lioness-headed goddess whose name means “She Who Is Powerful.” She was
the daughter of the sun god, Re. In Egyptian mythology she was the goddess of
war, sickness and healing. She was an important goddess in the ancient Egyptian
city of Memphis along with Ptah (her husband) and Nefertum (their son).
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
