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Professional Editing is an online, asynchronous workshop-focused course in techniques for editing effectively in
academic, industry, government, literary, and research settings. It is designed for all undergraduates and is a
required course for Professional Writing majors.

This course prepares you for industry editing conventions, including learning paper markup, digital markup
languages, and applying those skills to a client editing project. By the end of the semester, you will develop practical
genre familiarity for editing in print and online environments, with the major course project focused toward a client
editing project.
