WHEREAS, the Library Policies Committee has been charged with reviewing the results of the spring 2025 faculty and student library surveys and developing recommendations for improving library resources, services, and facilities; and
WHEREAS, in the attached report produced from that review, the Library Policies Committee identified themes related to a lack of sufficient collections, lack of funding for the University Libraries, and a need for improved promotion of the University Libraries; and
WHEREAS, in the attached report, the Libraries Policies Committee further identified recommendations for addressing these concerns; and
WHEREAS, the University Libraries are important research and teaching infrastructure for University of Memphis faculty; 
BE IT RESOLVED, the Faculty Senate hereby approves the following recommendations for improving the University Libraries based on the spring surveys:
1. The Library Policies Committee should be charged with recommending new models of dedicated funding for the University Libraries. 
2. Additional funding should be invested in the University Libraries to increase the availability of research collections.
3. The University Libraries should create a comprehensive marketing plan. 
4. The University Libraries should be incorporated into the New Faculty Orientation.
