4.23.19.01
Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 2:42 p.m. with a quorum present.

4.23.19.02     Approval of Agenda 
The agenda was approved with modification to add David M. Kemme, newly elected UofM Faculty Trustee, to speak to the Senate prior to the Presentation to Henry A. Kurtz.    
4.23.19.03      Approval of Minutes

The minutes for April 16, 2019, were approved with a modification to show Senator Wierdl present by proxy, Dr. David Grynkiewicz.
4.23.19.04   David M. Kemme, Faculty Trustee
President Banning yielded the floor to David M. Kemme, newly elected UofM Board of Trustees, Faculty Trustee.  Dr. Kemme thanked the body for electing him to serve as Faculty Trustee at the UofM (a 2-year term).  He emphasized that the Faculty Senate (FS) has a big voice that is heard by him, the university president, and administration. Trustee Kemme reported that he recently attended the Association of Governing Board Conference on Trusteeship last year.  He mentioned that the UofM is to host the THEC conference on Trustee Professional development in August (no details at this time).  He encouraged individuals who might be interested in being a Faculty Trustee in the future to attend the next conference.  Trustee Kemme also announced that he intends to create a library in the Faculty Senate office for Trustee resources going forward.  He hopes to speak during orientation to the department chairs about the Faculty Senate’s purpose.  Finally, he is excited and enthusiastic about his role as Faculty Trustee.    

4.23.19.05    Presentation to Henry A. Kurtz
President Banning recognized outgoing Faculty Senate (FS) President, Henry A. Kurtz (herein referred to as Past-President).  President Banning asked Provost Tom Nenon and Past-President Kurtz to come forward for a presentation from the Office of the President.   Provost Nenon, on behalf of University President Dr. M. David Rudd, presented Past-President Kurtz a token of his appreciation and expressed thanks to him for all the work he has done for the past year on behalf of the Senate and his work with administrators. A gift of appreciation was given to Past-President Kurtz from the body and an individual gift was given from University President Rudd. 
4.23.19.06    Discharge Outgoing Senators
President Banning discharged and thanked the outgoing Senators for their service.
4.23.19.07   Welcome New Senators
President Banning welcomed new Senators and asked them to stand and introduce themselves.  The incoming Senators proceeded to introduced themselves and identify their department.   
4.23.19.08   Appointment of Teller’s Committee

President Banning stated that the Senate would begin its election process and called on the Teller’s Committee to distribute, collect, and count ballots and announce the votes to the Senate President. The appointed members of the Tellers Committee were: Gloria F. Carr (Nursing)/Faculty Ombudsperson, Denis D. Grélé (World Lang & Lit), and Laura C. Taylor (Social Work).  Senator Grélé served as chair of the Tellers Committee.
4.23.19.09. Election of Faculty Senate Officers  

President Banning reviewed the voting process for election of Senate officers.  He informed the Senators that no more than two members on the Executive Committee (EC) could be from the same college and that a majority vote is required for each position.  Senators Jeff Marchetta and Jill A. Dapremont self-nominated for the position of President-Elect.  Senators Dapremont and Travis requested their names be deleted. President Banning asked for other nominations from the floor and there were none.   
Senator Jeffrey Marchetta (Mech Engr) elected by acclamation on April 23, 2019. 

President Banning asked for nominations from the floor for Secretary. Senator Thieme self-nominated for the position.  President Banning asked for other nominations from the floor and there were none.  
Senator R. Jeffrey Thieme (Mrktng & Suply Chain Mang) elected by acclamation on April 23, 2019.  
President Banning asked for nominations from the floor for Parliamentarian.  Senator Donna R. Jones self-nominated for the position. President Banning asked for other nominations from the floor for Parliamentarian and there were none.   
Senator Donna R. Jones (Law) elected by acclamation on April 23, 2019. 

4.23.19.10   Election of Two At-Large Members 

President Banning called attention to paper ballots that were distributed prior to the meeting for voting purposes.  He stated that self-nominations for the At-Large Executive Committee position included Senators:  Jill Dapremont (Nursing), Sajjan G. Shiva (Computer Science), Mark Sunderman (BB), and William P. Travis (Health Studies) [strike Jeff Marchetta  (Mech Engr) and Jeff Thieme (Mark & Supply Chain Management)].     President Banning asked for other nominations from the floor for At-Large membership on the Executive Committee. From the floor, Senator Matthews nominated Senator Mate Wierdl (Math Sciences).  President Banning informed the Senate that there were five nominees and reminded the body of the colleges that were represented on the EC prior to the At-Large election. President Banning asked if any of the nominees would like to say something about themselves and they did. After several rounds, voting was completed.  
Senators Jill A. Dapremont (Nursing) and Mark A. Sunderman (Finance Insurance and Real Estate) elected At-Large Members to the Executive Committee by ballot vote on April 23, 2019. 

4.23.19.11   Election of Five Members to the Committee on Committees 
President Banning asked for nominations from the floor for Committee on Committees. Senators Brennan K. Berg (Kemmons Wilson School), Jill A. Dapremont (Nursing), and William P. Travis (Health Studies) self-nominated for the position.  President Banning asked for other nominations:  Senator Travis nominated Senator Robyn Jones (Music) and Senator 
Owens nominated Melissa Janoske (Journalism & Strategic Media).  Senator Jones moved to elect the slate of nominations by acclamation.
