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Academic Success Program

The Academic Success Program (“ASP”) is a valuable service available to first-year students to facilitate the transition into law school.  ASP is comprised of two primary components:  group presentations conducted by the Dean of Law Student Affairs and individual tutorials with ASP graduate assistants.  All first-year students are encouraged to take advantage of this valuable resource.

Group presentation topics will include case briefing, note-taking, outlining, and exam preparation.  These presentations are scheduled throughout the first semester. The ASP graduate assistants are upper-class law students whose academic performance placed them in the top 10% of their first-year law school courses.  The graduate assistants are available for individual sessions to answer specific questions during their scheduled office hours.  These sessions are completely confidential.  The ASP offices are located in Rooms 433 and 434 inside the fourth floor computer lab.
