METHODS:  This course taught online through Zoom and delivered online through MyMathLab.  
A student will begin each test section by viewing a video online if available and by viewing online 
sample problems if needed.  The instructor will deliver a few short lectures per week as needed on 
Zoom.  Links to classes will be listed in ecourseware.  Homework, quizzes, and tests may also be 
worked on outside of class

TESTS:  There will be 7 chapter tests.  Each test will be 100 points each.  These 6 (six) grades will be averaged and count as 50% of your final grade.  On the day of the first test you must bring your U of M ID.  Tests must be taken in class.  Do no hit back button (upper left hand corner of screen) during a test.  Must hit submit once you have completed the test.

QUIZZES: Quizzes must be taken prior the due date.  Your quiz average will count as 15% of 
your grade.  You will be given several attempts to take each quiz.  Each attempt is 80 minutes. 
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HOMEWORK is an essential part of the learning process for any mathematics course.  Problems will
be assigned on line for the student to work on outside of class.  You must complete homework before the due date.  You have unlimited attempts to do your homework before the due date.  You must click the “Submit Homework” button in order for it to count.  Your homework average will count 
15% of your grade.
Homework and quizzes are due @ 11:59pm the night before the test.  For example, the test on chapter 6 is due January 28.  So the assignments on chapter 6 will be due 11:59 pm the night before, Jan 27


FINAL EXAM is comprehensive and covers chapters 6, 7, 1, 2, 4, & 5.  You must be present to take 
His exam at the time required by the University.  The final counts as 20% of your grade.

ACCESSING ASSIGNMENTS:  Once you have signed in to your course in MML there is a list of 
options on the left side of the screen.  One is homework and another is tests and quizzes.  Click on whichever you want to do and a list of those assignments will come up.  Select the assignment you
want to complete.
