PARKING: On Thursday, students should be dropped off at the Music Building on Central Ave. Parking is available upon arrival in the Central Lot (across the street from the Music Building) for a $6.00 fee paid at the time of registration. Please bring exact bills.  Parking anywhere else may result in a $25.00 parking ticket from Campus Security. On Saturday, you may park in any lot on campus except Service or Handicapped reserved lots without getting ticketed.
REGISTRATION: Registration for ALL participants is Thursday, February 6 at 3:00 pm in the Music Building Lobby. In the past many students have been allowed to arrive later; however, with the increase in numbers and a strong desire to allow for adequate time for auditions, please assist us by making sure that everyone arrives for registration at 3:00 pm.

AUDITIONS: Chair and part auditions will be held upon arrival. Immediately after registration the students can begin to warm up.  Auditions begin at 3:00 pm.  Room numbers for auditions will be given to the students at the registration table. For the audition, the student should be able to play a one- or two-minute prepared piece, scales, and sight read a short excerpt.  Auditions should run about 5 minutes.  After auditions, dinner may be purchased at the Tiger Den or University Center Food Courts any time between 3:00 pm and 7:00 pm.

ROOM ASSIGNMENTS: Rooms for auditions and master classes will be posted. In some cases, the location may be in a different building. If you get lost, please ask our staff for help.

DRESS: Comfortable school clothing is appropriate for the rehearsals.  Each U of M Honor Band member should wear his/her band concert attire for the Saturday concert.
MEALS:  Dinner on Friday will be provided for all participating students.  For dinner Thursday and lunch on Friday and Saturday, the University has the University Center and Tiger Den, informal food courts with Panda Express, Chick-fil-a, and other vendors are available to you for an easy and quick meal. Ten dollars will be an ideal amount for each meal. Refer to a campus map for the location.
