Neighborhood Location and Observation-Based Description:

Your first task is to identify the location of your assigned neighborhood. (What are the geographic boundaries?) Once you have identified the location, provide a brief (two paragraphs) description of the neighborhood based on what you know from observations. Consider addressing questions similar to the following (but do not limit yourself to this list): What are the major roads in the area? What kinds of land uses are present? Is the housing stock well maintained or dilapidated? Is the area densely populated? Is there a major commercial corridor or intersection? Are the commercial uses thriving or marginal? Etc…

Shelby County will serve as your reference area. Using the US Census website, collect the following data for Shelby County and present the data in tables.
