Neighborhood Demographic Profile: Part 2 of 2

In the second part of this two-part assignment you will prepare a demographic profile of your assigned neighborhood and describe a potential planning issue based on an analysis of census data. Prepare a report that contains the following elements:
Introduction:

Introduce your report by briefly describing its purpose and scope. Be sure to include a general description of your study area, including its location.

Demographic Profile:

In part 1 of this assignment you collected a variety of data at the county level. Collect this same data for your assigned census tracts and prepare a general demographic profile of the neighborhood. Present the data in tables as you see fit. Be sure to analyze (not just report) the data by examining changes over time and by comparing the characteristics of the neighborhood to those of the reference area (Shelby County). Include county level data in your text and tables where appropriate to augment your analysis. (Are there any trends or differences that seem alarming? Does anything indicate a need for further analysis?) 
Identification of a Potential Planning Issue:

In a separate section, use at least 2 additional census variables to explore and describe a specific issue that may be of concern in your assigned neighborhood. (You may have identified some potential issues in your field observations. This provides an opportunity to explore those issues, or verify your observations with data.) Suggest an appropriate policy or set of policies to address the concern. (You might also need to collect data on the additional variables at the County level to augment your analysis.)
