Whereas the Constitution has varying GPA qualifications for Executive, Judicial, and Legislative Branches 

Whereas the Constitution needs to be updated to better reflect the student body


Be it Enacted by the 65th General Assembly of the Student Government Association:

Section 1: Change the wording in Article VI Section 1 Line 3 from “at least 2.5” to “at least 2.75” and “maintain a 2.5” to “maintain a 2.75””

Section 2: Change the wording in Article IV Section 1 Lines 6-7 from “at least 3.00” to “at least 2.75” and “cumulative GPA of 3.00” to “cumulative GPA of 2.75”
 
Section 3: Replace Article VI Section 3 with “In order to be a candidate for President or Vice President of the Student Government Association said candidate must have have a minimum of thirty six (36) semester hours, been enrolled in undergraduate courses for a minimum of two (2) semesters, but have been enrolled in undergraduate courses for no more than seven (7) semesters at the time of his/her election.”

Section 4: This bill will cost the Student Government Associate the base fee to send out a referendum. 

Section 5: This bill will go into effect on January 1, 2015.
